3.1 Turnover tax

The tax is collected from imports
of goods to the Lao P.D.R, first
time sale of imported goods or
domestically produced products,
and general services

Importers, producers or servers
who operate sales or services
inside the Lao P.D.R. and have
paid the initial tax (e.g., at
customs checkpoints) shall have
the right to get a deduction of
initially paid turnover tax.
Deductions are not allowed for
service charges, purchases of
transport vehicles, including
accessories and spare parts which
are not used directly by the
companies, and purchases of
consumer goods for personal
utilization by the company.

All imports, not exempt from
import duties, are subject to
turnover tax and the base of
taxation is customs value, plus
customs duty, plus excise duty, if
any. In case of the first time sale
of goods imported or
manufactured inside the country,
that tax shall be calculated during
its selling or delivery by
importers or domestic
manufacturers. The calculation
shall be based on the actual sales
amounts without turnover tax.
