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The overview of the international trade of
Thailand’s textile and clothing industry in 2022
(January-December) revealed that the export of textile
and clothing valued 6,850.1 million USD or up 5.0%
from the same period of the previous year (YoY) divided
into (1) (Total) export of textile valued 4,438.2 million
USD or up 4.8%, and (2) (Total) export of clothing
valued 2,411.9 million USD or up 5.3%.

The export value of the 4 main products namely
man-made fiber, yarn, fabric, and clothinh in December
2022 revealed that the export of the 4 products
decreased in nearly all products compared with the
previous month (MoM) and decreased in all products
compared with the same month of the previous year

(YoY). The details are in Figure 1.

The overall import (total) of the industry valued
5,600.6 million USD or up 10.7% divided into (1) Import
(total) of textile valued 3,922.5 million USD or up 13.4%
and (2) Import (total) of clothing valued 1,678.1 million
USD or up 4.9%. As a result, the overall trade balance
(total) constituted trade surplus with the value of 1,249.5
million USD.

The import value divided by 3 main products
consisting of yarn, fabric, and clothing in December 2022
revealed that the import of the 3 products decreased
in all the products compared with the previous month
(MoM) and decreased in nearly all products compared
with the same month of the previous year (YoY). The

details are in Figure 2.

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In terms of the overall export of Thailand’s textile
and clothing in 2022 (January-December), the export
value totaled 6,850.1 million USD or up 5.0% compared
with the same period of the previous year (YoY) . The
top 5 export markets experienced growth in nearly all
markets except China with the decrease of 7.5%. But
the export to US, Japan, Vietnam, and Indonesia
increased 7.3%, 4.0%, 6.7%, and 3.6% respectively. The

details are in Figure 3.

It has been forecast that the overall export of
Thailand’s textile and clothing in 2023 may decrease
from the factors of the major trading partners such as
US, Japan, and EU, etc. where they are expected to
experience economic recession which will impact
consumers’ behavior (purchasing power). The
manufacturing sector and the supply chain are expected
to decrease as well. At the same time, the rising costs
of entrepreneurs in the country’s manufacturing sector
(energy, raw materials, and labor force) constitute

another factor that impacts Thailand’s textile and

clothing manufacturing sector in the year.

Challenges and Opportunities of
the Garment Industry in 2023

Due to the fluctuating global economy, the
continuous geopolitical conflicts, problems of higher
inflation in each country resulting in higher interest
rate and impacting consumers’ lower purchasing
power, or problems of higher energy costs, and
uncertain market situations, all these factors impact
the textile and garment industry worldwide.
Therefore, the year 2023 may be filled with risks. At
the same time, there may be opportunities as well
for the industries that adapt themselves. The major

issues that are forecast to take place are as follows:

Factor 1: The textile and garment industry may
face the slowdown of global economy and the

decrease in consumers’ demand in 2023

Admittedly, the goods in the category “garment”
are business and/or industry principally driven by
consumers. Therefore, the trade volume of this
manufacturing industry significantly faces changes
and is related to the changes in the macro economy.
Amidst the higher inflation plus higher energy costs
and the decrease in size of supply chain the world

over, these factors all contribute to the challenges

currently faced by brands or fashion business.

According to the forecast of IMF, the global
economy in 2023 will slow down. Similarly, according
to the forecast of World Trade Organization (WTO),
the global economy and trade will grow approximately
1.0%. Thus, according to the forecast, the overall
global trade (garment) in 2023 will grow approximately
0.8-1.5%.

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Factor 2: Numerous fashion brands and retailers
tend to make use of diverse raw material sources
in parallel with maintaining the base of large
sellers/trading partners in order to keep abreast

with the uncertain economic situations

United States Fashion Industry Association
(USFIA) conducts the comparative study of the plan
of fashion business in US. It reveals that nearly 40%
of the business plan to increase their outsourcing of
raw material sources from around the world in
parallel with working with their suppliers up to 2024
to ensure flexibility in operating fashion business and
reduce the risks of sourcing raw materials for
production. It will contribute to the reduced import
of raw materials from China (resulting from the crisis
of the supply chain). For sure, the expected trend
is to source raw materials near one’s factory or Near
Sourcing which is expected to provide the opportunity

for the fashion business in 2023.

Factor 3: In 2023 the process to create sustainability
in fashion business (such as raw material sources,

garment, textile materials) will become clearer

Fashion businesses try to develop the supply
chain of the garment for increased sustainability, CSR,
and transparency. This is the result of the increased
expectations of stakeholders in the business and
compliance with new regulations concerning

international trade in relation to the environment.

For example, numerous fashion brands and
retailers start voluntarily disclosing the information
of their suppliers to the public such as the name of
the factory, location, and production function,
compliance to various regulations, technology and
tools used for testing traceability between the brands

and the suppliers to know the qualities of the raw

materials and the textile materials. The information
of various suppliers will become a new opportunity
for the fashion industry to enhance efficiency in the

supply chain and in business operation.
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As for the behavior of current consumers, they place

more importance on the environment. Therefore, numerous
fashion businesses choose to use more recycled textile
materials for the production of garment. The garment from
recycled materials thus constitutes the opportunity for
the fashion industry.
